• If the Racing Rules of Sailing, ISSA Procedural Rules, and MISSA Supplemental Rules cannot determine the 
teams moving to the MISSA Mallory Qualifier, selections will be made by ranking the teams which qualified for, 
registered, and paid to attend the MISSA Mallory Pre-Qualifier according to their finish at the 2023 MISSA Great 
Lakes Championship, and if needed the 2023 Shepherd Championship and awarding berths accordingly. If the 
Racing Rules of Sailing, ISSA Procedural Rules, and MISSA Supplemental Rules cannot determine the teams 
moving to the MISSA Baker Qualifier, selections will be made by ranking the teams which qualified for, 
registered, and paid to attend the MISSA Baker Pre-Qualifier according to the most recent published MISSA 
Rankings and awarding berths accordingly.
